April 9, 2024

Mayor Tom Andrews, Mayor Pro-tem David Black, Council members Haskell Kibler, Ryan Newton, and Stephen
Oliver were present, along with City Administrator Shaun Greenwood, Assistant City Administrator/Finance Director
Andy Smith, Police Chief Don Robinson, and City Attorney Will Dillard.

Mayor Tom Andrews called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

City Engineer Keith Lindler reported that he spoke with a Richland County inspector this morning and a stop-
work order remains in place due to minor modifications and changes that still have to be made by the
developers.

FAPD introduction of new officers and promotions
Chief Don Robinson introduced and promoted Officer Daniel Haddad to Corporal.

Presentation of the 2023-2024 Audit
Bill Hancock stated that the audit resulted in no significant findings and that a clean and unmodified opinion
of the city’s financial statements has been issued.

Discussion and approval of a Mutual Aid Agreement with the Town of Lexington
On a motion by Mr. Black seconded by Mr. Kibler, Council unanimously approved the agreement.

Discussion of Council of Governments approval of funding for Forest Acres intersection studies
Council member Haskell Kibler reported that he presented both the intersections at Trenholm/Forest and
Forest/Beltline to the COG for approval of intersection studies funding for traffic calming measures and
pedestrian safety. The funding approval was given by the COG. Further information will be brought to
Council as the studies are completed.

Presentation of a Financial Report from the Beautification Foundation
Mayor Andrews reported that the Foundation submitted their annual financial report and they have $1057.00
in their account.

Discussion of a streetlight on Calendar Court

Administrator Greenwood said that Dominion has changed their policy and if a pole needs to be added to
install a streetlight the pole cost is $377.37. For this light to be installed the addition of a pole is necessary.
On a motion by Mr. Oliver seconded by Mr. Kibler, Council unanimously approved the request.

City Administrator Report:

a. GCMP Update
Mr. Greenwood reported that the grand opening is scheduled for April 18, 2024, from 5-8 pm. Food vendors
and music will be at the opening. The Memorial Dedication was well attended on April 8, 2025.

b. FLP Extension Update
Mr. Greenwood reported that the project is substantively complete.

c. Richland Mall Update
Mr. Greenwood reported that demolition continues, and a masterplan is in process.

d. Budget
The budget is being worked on regularly and a workshop for Council will be scheduled by the end of April.

e. Rotary Membership
Council member Oliver is a member and can be a liaison for the City. Council agreed.

Finance Director Report: Monthly Financial Report

Assistant City Administrator/Finance Director Smith reported the General Fund and Hospitality Tax statements
through March. Regarding revenue, we have collected 57% of our budget and on expenses we have spent 70.62%
of our budget. Mr. Greenwood added that we are trying to keep FAPD necessities within the current year’s
budget.

Police Chief’s Report:
Chief Robinson reported the March 2024 crime and traffic statistics to Council.

A new certified officer joined FAPD on April 1%, an uncertified officer joined April 8™, and a new officer will
begin on April 15", Chief also has 6-7 promising applications on file.

Community Forum:
Resident Brooks Hamilton voiced her concerns regarding accidents and traffic on Forest Drive. Her suggestion
was to eliminate the suicide lanes and add medians with landscaping.

Resident Kathy Marie Davis asked about a house being built on Valleybrook Drive. The property is in Richland
County.

Resident Carol Kososki voiced concerns regarding trash problems causing traffic problems when she walks daily
on Lakeshore and the close surrounding streets.

Council Items:
Council member Kibler reminded that the Forest Acres Festival will be held at AC Flora on Saturday, April 13,
2024, from 10 am to 4 pm.

On a motion by Mr. Oliver seconded by Mr. Newton, Council unanimously agreed to go into Executive Session at
