MINUTES OF THE
FOREST ACRES CITY COUNCIL 
March 10, 2026

Mayor Tom Andrews, Mayor Pro-tem Haskell Kibler, Council members David Black, Stephen Oliver, and Ryan Newton were present, along with City Administrator Shaun Greenwood, Assistant City Administrator Kendall Adams, Finance Director Brittany Adams, Police Chief Don Robinson, and City Attorney Will Dillard. 

Mayor Tom Andrews called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Resident Joseph Powell spoke about his concerns
     regarding the substantial green space being disturbed and potentially eliminated with the proposed rezoning and
     residential development. Resident Dana Turner relayed her and her husband’s support of Joseph Powell’s concerns. 
     With there being no additional questions or concerns either in favor or opposition to the annexation request from
     either Council or the public, Mr. Dillard closed the public hearing at 6:10 pm.

3. Mayor’s Issues & City Projects
a. Follow up from Community Forum Discussion
i. Valleybrook: Truck parking on the street overnight
Administrator Greenwood reported that both Code Enforcement and FAPD looked at the truck that was discussed in the Valleybrook area. The truck is parked in front of a county house. Both entities have passed the information on to the appropriate persons at the county. 
ii. Sunnyside: Hole in roadway
Mr. Greenwood said that Code Enforcement took pictures of the road damage on Sunnyside  and forwarded them to SCDOT. They did inspect the area and indicated that there are some repairs that are needed and are putting the repairs on their schedule.

6. Old Business

7. City Administrator Report
a. Richland Mall Update
Mr. Greenwood reported that the dirt and concrete removal continue. The meetings with the development team, various restaurant owners, and other business entities continue as well. 

b. City Parks 
The renovations at Quinine Park are relatively complete. Citadel Park is scheduled to be completed by the contract date; however, we are still waiting for the arrival of and installation of all the bench swings. 

c. Grants
	Assistant City Administrator Kendall Adams reported that we have submitted our last portion of the FEMA
	grant from Hurricane Helene. We are currently in process working on the SCMIT/SCMIRF for FAPD and 	Department of Public Works as well as the grant for FAPD in-car video camera submission. Our EV and 	Forensic Investigation grants remain pending. 

d. Sweep the Acres and other City Events
Director of Communications Lynnsey Baker updated Council that the 5th annual Sweep the Acres will be held on Saturday, March 28, 2026, with several new and exciting vendors. The Bankhead Tennis Tournament will begin on Friday, April 24, 2026, at Rockbridge Club. Forest Lake’s Run Forest Run 5K and 10K and the Forest Acres Festival will be held on Saturday, April 25, 2026. Town Theater’s event Arts in the Acres will be held at Gills Creek Memorial Park on Sunday, April 26, 2026. The Farmer’s Market will also open on Wednesday, April 1, 2026. Events in May include Miracles in Motion 5K hosted by the Therapy Place on May 9, 2026, and Lexington Health will host their 2nd annual Heart and Sole Women’s 5K run on May 16, 2026.

8. Finance Director Report: Monthly Financial Report
Brittany Adams reported that as of eight months into the fiscal year we have recognized 48% of our adjusted revenue amount and are on target with our anticipated expenses. Mr. Greenwood added that we should have our annual audit reported at the next Council meeting and our Annual Budget Workshop meeting for FY 26-27 is scheduled for April 21, 2026.

9. Police Chief’s Report:
       Chief Robinson reported the March 2026 crime statistics.

       Front Porch roll calls for 2026 have begun, with the first one held February 25, 2026, at Beth Shalom Synagogue.

       FAPD continues to work on the speed initiative in Forest Acres. 

       FAPD also continues to work diligently with our city schools for efficient drop off and pick up times. 
       
10. Community Forum:
Resident Madeline Knaus reported that there seems to be a lot more litter around Pinefield Road and surrounding  areas. 

Resident William Brantley reported that the Richland County apartments on Valleybrook Road constantly have furniture and large piles of trash in front of their buildings. He said that he reports the problems to the Omsbudsman’s office. Mayor Andrews suggested contacting RC representative Tyra Little’s office for assistance. 

Non-resident Amy Larkin voiced her opinion regarding the greenspace on Sunnyside Drive and the potential rezoning. She mentioned tree canopies and South Carolina conservation efforts. 

11. Council Items: 
Council member Oliver reported that T-Mobile is beginning their digging in the area.
